	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  Personally, I love the idea of acquiring iPads as a whole school project.  I have not yet acquired an iPad of my own, but after doing this research, it is at the top of my list of things to do!  During the course of my research, I learned a lot of information that I never considered before.  Starting a technology revolution at Griffin Middle School would take a great deal of planning and cooperation from a number of key people.  I enjoyed looking at the big picture and imagining myself spearheading the implementation process, and I enjoyed researching things like limitations, funding sources, and effectiveness of the emerging technology.  I have learned that there is a LOT more to this massive technology implementation than I originally thought.  Frankly I never gave it that much thought before.  So in a sense, this has been an excellent process for me to experience from a future technology leader’s perspective.  This research has strengthened my professional practice by allowing me to see a piece of emerging technology from multiple perspectives.  I had to place myself in an administrative position, a teaching position, and a technology coach position to fully understand what this kind of technology integration would look like.  Being able to experience something from multiple perspectives helps me to become a well-rounded professional, and to be much less critical of what often seems like a slow, arduous process of acquiring meaningful tools to revolutionize my teaching.  “Evolution of thought” must occur before “revolution of action” can be possible—and these things do take time.



	2. How did this learning relate to the knowledge (what must you know), skills (what must you be able to do) and dispositions (attitudes, beliefs, enthusiasm) required of a technology facilitator or technology leader? This project was quite thorough, as it touched on almost every standard we have!!!  To be a technology leader, not only do I have to know how to work the technology (which I initially thought was the idea of a technology leader), but I also need to understand the ideas of integration, teacher motivation, cost of implementation, training, product evaluation, and how this technology can support the vision of the school and the district.  This takes way more research than I thought it would, and I learned a lot in the process.  I especially enjoyed educating myself about Concerns-Based Adoption Model for Change (CBAM).  While we haven’t reviewed anything about this in class…which would be a very interesting focus…I learned a lot more about the dispositions of teachers and how to do implement a new technology in a way that will meet with the LEAST resistance from teachers.  This CBAM embraces and encourages teachers where they are and approaches change with the spirit of differentiation for teachers…what a concept!!  Differentiation has become such a “buzz word” in teaching students, but often when something new comes along for teachers, it is thrust upon us with no consideration about where teachers might be in the spectrum of technology integration in their practice, both personal and professional.  I intend to explore this CBAM model more closely on my own time.  I think it is key to successful technology integration.   


	3. Describe how this field experience impacted school improvement, faculty development or student learning at your school. How can the impact be assessed?  This field experience WILL impact school improvement, faculty development, AND student learning at our school when the time comes for iPad integration.  I see this as a certainty for our future as successful educators.  We MUST utilize cutting-edge technology to meet students where they are.  They are so much farther ahead of us technologically, and iPads have the capability of meeting them where they are and nurturing their own technology growth.  iPad adoption school-wide would increase student achievement for the simple FACT that it will motivate students to stay in the content longer.  It will encourage homework completion.  It will make learning easier and more accessible for students.  Gone are the days of lugging home 400 pounds worth of textbooks.  With iPads, students can access textbooks AND the worldwide web in a few clicks.  The impact of iPads will be assessed through student performance on state-mandated testing, as well as smaller assessments throughout the school year.  I really want to initiate a program like this at Griffin and intend to research grants in order to do so.
